OD’S PROMISES - YOU CAN COUNT ON ‘EM

If you study the Bible closely you will discover
about 7,000 promises that God makes to His people
in some form or another. These are statements where
He promises that He will do something — in this world,
in your life, or to you. You will also notice that each of
these promises has a condition to them — a premise.
These conditions usually have to do with something
we do, either our actions or our attitudes. So God
says to us, “If you do this, then I'll do that.” One of
those promises is that God never breaks a promise,
“all his promises are true —they are YES & AMEN”

Why is this important to know? Because, for
us as Believers, so much of our lives are dependant
on God. As we trust Him more and more, we realize
that we are completely in need of God and his prom-
ises. When God promises to take care of our daily
needs He means it. A lot of us have never had to de-
pend on that promise — until these recent days. If you
lose your job or your income decreases, does God’s
promise still count? You bet it does! That's when it
becomes a reality for most of us. God doesn’t prom-
ise to make you rich, or give you knowledge of next
month’s income. He does, however, say that He will
take care of “Today’s” needs for you. So if you can't
see tomorrow’s provision today, be patient, soon it will
be “Today” and God will provide. So what is the con-
dition to the promise of provision? It's actually pretty
simple. Here are several verses to chew on:

Matthew 6:33-34 (NLT) ...and he will give you all you
need from day to day if you live for him and make the
Kingdom of God your primary concern. So don't worry
about tomorrow, for tomorrow will bring its own wor-
ries. Today's trouble is enough for today.

1 Peter 5:7 (NLT) Give all your worries and cares to
God, for he cares about what happens to you.
Philippians 4:6 (NLT) Don't worry about anything;
instead, pray about everything. Tell God what you
need, and thank him for all he has done.

The bottom line is: You obey God & trust that
He will provide, release your worries about your
needs to Him, and pray to God that he will provide.
Give God a chance to come through!

O YOU FEEL JESUS’' CLOSE PRESENCE?

One of the promises we often quote and hang
onto in times of trouble and hardship is when Jesus
said, “I will never leave you nor forsake you”. Jesus
was talking to His disciples in this statement, but we
understand it to be for us as His disciples today. We
often neglect the context in which Jesus gives this
promise. It is found in Matthew 28:20. One of the last
things Jesus tells his followers is that he will always

be with them and never leave them. But it isn’t just a
blanket statement for any and everything. Here’s the
whole statement that Jesus gives them: Matthew
28:18-20 (NLT) Jesus came and told his disciples, "I
have been given complete authority in heaven and on
earth. Therefore, go and make disciples of all the na-
tions, baptizing them in the name of the Father and
the Son and the Holy Spirit. Teach these new disci-
ples to obey all the commands | have given you. And
be sure of this: | am with you always, even to the end
of the age.”

In other words, Jesus gives His disciples (us
too) His Great Commission — “Go & Make Disciples of
Everyone...then as you do, | will be with you...” Does
it mean that Jesus isn’'t with us if we don’t? No, of
course not. We know from other verses that Jesus
Christ is IN us and that God’'s presence will never
leave us or forsake us. This does mean though, that
as we go about the mission of reaching people with
the Good News of Jesus Christ and help them to grow
in their faith, that we can count on the presence of
Jesus Christ in our lives in a powerful way. He is tell-
ing us that we can count on Him to be with us and to
help us as we Go & Make Disciples.

This particular mission is at the heart of what
we, as the Church, are called to do. Our main mission
is to reach more people with the Good News, and to
help them to grow in their knowledge and understand-
ing of God and the Kingdom. We do this together as a
church body, but we also do this as individuals. As
you go throughout your day at work, school, or wher-
ever, you are to be Salt & Light to those around you.
One of your main priorities as you interact with people
is to somehow communicate the Gospel to them —
whether by your words or by your actions or both. As
you do your best to clearly communicate Jesus to
people, you can count on the promise of His presence
in your life. He is with you - helping you to make a dif-
ference in people’s lives.

As you think about where and how you can
serve God, let this be your starting point — sharing
your faith with others. Don't keep it to yourself. Others
need the Good News as badly as you did.
